It is highly recommended to setup a GoPro camera when paired 

with a tablet via Wi-Fi connection using the GoPro HERO App 

(available on iTunes app store or Google Play Store).  This will 

allow the GoPro camera to upload high resolution images to the 

tablet for review while focusing the rifle scope diopter.   

The camera video capture settings MUST be set as shown below 

for correct video capture by the GoPro HERO3+/HERO3 camera: 

Press the Mode Button > Select Settings > Video mode 

Set the Video Capture settings as follows: 

1080P 

24-60FPS 

Narrow Field of View 

The camera still capture settings MUST be set as shown below for 

correct still capture by the GoPro HERO3+/HERO camera: 

Press the Mode Button > Select Settings > Still mode 

Set the Still Capture settings as follows: 

7 megapixels

Prepare GoPro HERO3+/HERO3 camera for EagleEye adapter 



 

The EagleEye system is designed to install directly onto rifle 

scopes with a 35mm diameter main tube. Sleeves are provided to 

adapt the EagleEye system to a 30mm, 34mm or a one inch 

diameter main tube.  Select the correct sleeve for your scope and 

carefully slip it onto the main tube directly in front of the diopter 

assembly.

The EagleEye incorporates a slide rail that allows adjustment to fit 

the system on many different rifle scopes.   

  
Fully retracted Fully Extended 

The slide rail is secured by three 1/16” hex head grub screws.  

Loosen the screws to move the rail and tighten the screws to lock 

the rail down.  Ensure that the screws are well secured prior to 

live firing to prevent the rail screws from loosening. 

 

Adjust EagleEye slide rail onto rifle scope 



Place the EagleEye system atop the rifle scope and adjust the slide 

rail until the EagleEye eyepiece is flush against the rifle scope 

diopter assembly.  Once the slide rail is adjusted properly, tighten 

the slide rail screws down securely.

After the EagleEye is correctly adjusted, secure the unit to the rifle 

scope using the slide rail mount strap and 3 3/32” head hex 

screws.

The EagleEye should now be correctly installed and secure atop 

the rifle scope as shown here.  The EagleEye should be vertically 

aligned to the riflescope.  If the EagleEye is tilted off of the vertical 

center of the riflescope then the reticle will be tilted in the GoPro 

captured image. 

 

Unlock the clear camera shell top lock and open the camera shell.  

Slide the HERO3+/HERO3 camera into the shell.  The camera will 

align to the EagleEye after closing and securing the camera shell. 

  

Install GoPro HERO3+/HERO3 camera into camera housing 



 

The riflescope will likely need diopter adjustments to focus the 

GoPro HERO3+/HERO3 camera to the riflescope reticle.  Diopter 

adjustments for the GoPro HERO3+/HERO3 camera focus may 

vary from adjusting the diopter for direct view focus.   

As previously recommended, the easiest way to focus the diopter 

on the scope reticle is by taking video or images with the GoPro 

camera and reviewing the uploaded high resolution video/images 

on a tablet with the GoPro App.  Users can make adjustments and 

take additional video/images to fine tune the diopter focus until 

the scope cross hair is perfectly focused in the GoPro image. 

NOTE: Some rifle scope diopters physically change the length of 

the rifle scope.  This may require the slide rail to be readjusted. 

Once the diopter is focused, set the focus and power on the rifle 

scope.
